
University Park is Ready for Students
Phase I of ETBU's University Park Row Houses development is complete and students 
began moving in earlier this week. This new style of residential living on campus is built for 
upperclassmen, graduate students, and married students. University Park is composed of 
three bedroom, three bath and one bedroom, one bath attached row house apartments, 
which are designed to compliment the adopted Classical architecture of the institution.  

The $3.5 million construction project, which commenced last fall, was built under the 
leadership of ETBU's Construction Department in partnership with local Marshall contractor 
Ross Slone and his company, Slone Construction.  ETBU and Slone worked with all local 
contractors to construct the new housing development. Two buildings of 10 row houses 
each will house 88 students. All 20 units of the first phase of University Park are fully 
leased and occupied by ETBU students.  University Park sits on the site of the former Van 
Zandt Apartments, which were razed in order to construct the new Row Houses.

"We are so thankful that God provided the funds for us to build this much needed housing 
to replace the Van Zandt Apartments, which were over 40 years old and in poor condition," 
ETBU President J. Blair Blackburn said. "The new University Park Row Houses, with their 
Classical Georgian style of architecture, reflect the institution's renewed commitment to 
creating beautiful facilities, which enhance the living and learning environment for our 
students." 

University Park serves as a beautiful anchor for the northern section of campus. With 88 
students active and living this fall in this part of the campus, University Park will provide 



modern apartment-style residential living, expand student life, and improve campus 
safety.  

We are grateful for our donors, who helped make this new housing development a reality 
for ETBU students.
