Legacy
In 1912, the College of Marshall was founded by a small group of visionary people who desired
to see an institution of higher education established in East Texas. From that humble beginning,
the school grew to become East Texas Baptist College in 1944. Forty years later, in 1984, East
Texas Baptist University was born. We have continued to build on the solid foundation of our
past. During this 91 year history, many people have given of their time, talents and resources to
build the legacy that we enjoy today. According to the Webster’s II New College Dictionary, the
definition of the word “legacy” is as follows: “1. Money or personal property bequeathed by a
will. 2. Something handed down from an ancestor or from the past a strong legacy of personal

freedom.” Thousands of people have labored and millions of dollars have been invested to build ETBU into one of the most
beautiful and well-equipped universities in our state. We have experienced a genuine heritage of integrating faith and learning
as the foundation for our academic pursuits. We have a tremendous legacy, which must be continued.

One of our most notable traditions at ETBU involves the light on the front lawn of Marshall Hall. It stands as a reminder of
the lamp of knowledge and has been the focus for generations who have rallied together with a commitment that, “The light
on the hill shall never die.” For as long as I can remember, the mid 50s when my father graduated, the early 60s when my
brother attended and the mid 70s when I graduated from ETBC, this has been the school’s theme. According to our records,
this tradition even dates back to the decade of the 30s and is included in the school song, Now and Always. Even this title
indicates a sincere desire to uphold and strengthen our heritage.

Our alumni and friends recognize that the process of developing a legacy is constantly in motion as each year brings new
students, friends and donors into the University family. Every one of us, at some point, is involved in the legacy of East Texas
Baptist University. We are dreaming about it, building toward it, maintaining it, or leaving support for it. Each level of
affiliation is of equal importance for this process to be balanced and successful. Each takes time and energy along with a
commitment to the mission of the institution. Just as those courageous people stepped out on faith in 1912 to establish the
COM, we too are making those same commitments today to ensure that their dream continues in the hearts and minds of
current and future students.

We continue to finalize our
plans and are moving closer to having a more definitive program to present later next year. Work is almost complete on the
Scarborough Chapel renovation and we are excited to have the dedication of the new Scarborough Hall academic building as
a part of Homecoming 2003 - Scarborough Fair - set for November 14-15. Naming opportunities associated with Scarborough
Hall and the University Apartments are currently available along with additional naming recognitions associated with the
proposed fine arts center and student center. These four significant building projects, along with an expansion of the Jarrett
Library, Dean Healthplex and the Murphy Science Building, will poise the University to experience an even more successful
future. The Legacy of Excellence scriptural foundation is based on Psalm 134:4, “One generation shall praise your works to
another, and shall declare your mighty acts.” This is an inclusive verse of scripture and we are encouraged by the interest and
excitement exhibited by our faculty, staff, alumni and friends regarding the campaign. Join us as we, through His leadership,
build toward the future for our University.

Ben G. Raimer, M.A., M.D.
Vice President for Community Outreach
Professor
Preventive Medicine and Community Health, Pediatrics, and Family
Medicine
University of Texas Medical Branch

Dr. Ben Raimer received his B.S. from East Texas Baptist University in
1969, and a M.A. in Human Genetics from the UTMB Graduate School of
Biomedical Sciences in 1970. He is a 1974 graduate of UTMB’s School of
Medicine, and completed a pediatric residency program at UTMB’s
Hospitals in 1977. He is certified by the American Board of Pediatrics and
is a fellow of the American Academy of Pediatrics. 

Dr. Raimer served as a community-based pediatrician in Galveston County
from 1977–1993, when he joined UTMB as medical director for the Primary
Care Outpatient Clinics. In 1997, he became the chief physician executive
for UT-MED. Currently, Dr. Raimer is vice president for Community
Outreach. The Office of Community Outreach (OCO) improves the health
status of Texans community by community. OCO brings together several
outstanding programs, including the Area Health Education Centers, the
Summer Science Camps, the Work-School Program, and the Center for
Telehealth and Distance Education.

Dr. Raimer has long had an interest in, and worked for, the health of all Texans as  evidenced by being appointed by Governor William P.
Clements to the Children’s Trust Fund of Texas and serving an eight-year term with the council. In 1997, Governor George W. Bush
appointed him chair of the Texas Statewide Health Coordinating Council, which was charged with producing the State Health Plan. In
2000, Gov. Bush appointed Raimer to chair of the Texas Correctional Managed Health Care Committee. This committee is developing a
statewide-managed health care network that provides correctional system clients with timely access to quality health care while also
controlling costs. Other awards recognize his work to prevent child abuse; Raimer received the 1998 Ray Helfer Award on behalf of the
National Alliance of Children’s Trust and Prevention Funds and the American Academy of Pediatrics Section on Child Abuse. He also
received UTMB’s Nicholas and Katherine Leone Award for Administrative Excellence in 1998.

Dr. Raimer will be the ETBU chapel speaker on Wednesday of Alumni Week, November 12.  He will be speaking to the students on
“Faith and Medicine.”

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    Starting a college football program from
scratch can be both rewarding and
demanding at the same time. Just ask East
Texas Baptist head coach Ralph Harris, who

welcomed over 100 true freshmen to the
Tigers’ resurrected program in 2000.
     Whatever excuses one might make during
a time of building a program, however, are
no longer available to the Tigers. As they
prepare to enter the 2003 season, Harris and
his charges certainly know one that is no
longer valid: lack of experience.
    When the Tigers take the field on Sept. 13
for their non-conference opener against
Southeastern Oklahoma, ETBU will field its
first four-year senior class of football players
since the program was re-started after a 50-
year absence in 2000. Of those 100-plus
freshmen that entered the program four years
ago, thirteen remain to lead the Tigers into a
very pivotal season.
    “We felt we were talented enough to win
the conference last season,” says Harris, who
has posted a 13-17 record in three years at
ETBU, including the program’s first winning
season in 2003 (6-4). “The two nationally-
ranked teams that finished 1-2 in our
conference beat us by a combined five
points. Turnovers were pivotal in each of the
three conference losses, and that must be
resolved to overcome those solid programs.
We’ve proven we can compete with
established programs while we still had only

underclassmen, but have not beaten them in
clutch situations.
    “We have our own group of athletes that
have transformed into solid players and solid

men. These seniors were pushed around four
years ago by players much older, bigger and
stronger. That’s that part of the maturing
process. But we’ve seen over the last two
seasons that our players have begun to
overcome that adversity. Now, the playing
field is leveled a bit in that we have the same
amount of experienced upperclassmen as
other programs do. The excuse some might
use of being young is over for us. It’s time
for us to take that talent and potential and
turn it into something special.”
   ETBU’s senior class may not be overly
loaded with players whose doors are being
knocked down by NFL scouts — three-time
national punting leader Scott Verhalen
and two-time All-American Southwest
Conference receiver Jabori Jackson have
received some interest — but it is full of
players who have battled through the tough
times of a 2-8 season as freshmen to build a
program that many believe is ready to
explode onto the national scene.
    “We’ve got players here who have experi-
enced the entire end of the spectrum when
it comes to building a program,” Harris says.
“We’ve got some guys who are blessed with
outstanding athletic ability, some guys who
have played in every game since they walked

on this campus, and some guys who have
refused to leave because they wanted to see
this thing to the finish. All of them have
persevered to get to this point, and that is

the type of character we look for in
recruiting. Nothing will happen to
these guys on the football field this
season that they haven’t seen before.
We’ve got a lot of talent coming up
in our junior and sophomore groups,
sure, but we will go as far as our
seniors lead us this season. They are
truly a special group.”
    The group of 13 Tiger seniors who
began the 2000 season as freshmen
at ETBU includes Verhalen, of
Marshall; Jackson, of Daytona Beach,
Fla.; cornerback Tyrone Robinson of
Williston, Fla.; kicker Sean Struwe,
of Elysian Fields; center Brandon
Easterly of Groesbeck; center Andy
Townsend of Naples; tackle Trey

Oliver of Diboll; defensive end Michael
Barron of Lone Oak; tight end Jimmy Holt
of Ore City, linebacker Clay Nyvall of
Carthage, safety Bobby Bruce of Hughes
Springs; safety Michael Kelley of Omaha;
and receiver Kenith Causey of Arp.
    Of that group, five have earned at least
one All-ASC honor (Verhalen, Jackson,
Struwe, Easterly and Bruce) in their careers,
another four (Robinson, Holt, Nyvall,
Oliver) have started the majority of their
careers; and the other four (Townsend,
Barron, Kelley and Causey) have become
valuable leaders and performers on special
teams units.
    “We expect to challenge for our confer-
ence title, and we have much higher goals
beyond that,” Harris says. “We’ve built this
program with the expectation of competing
for a national title. Those expectations are
becoming more real every year. We’re
looking to begin making things really
exciting for fans and followers of Tiger
football.”

Thirteen Seniors Lead Tiger Program Into Pivitol Season

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East Texas Baptist’s men’s soccer program
faced a crossroads of sorts with three games
remaining in a season that appeared all but
lost last October.

With three games remaining, the Tigers
sat at 5-8-1 and were facing the first losing
season in the history of the program, a
history that includes two national champ-
ionships and five conference or division
championships. They had suffered through
several key injuries and were, literally,
limping to the finish line of the 2002 season.

But ETBU responded with three wins and
managed to salvage an 8-8-1 record that kept
alive the Tigers’ eight-season streak of non-
losing seasons under the only coach the
program has ever had, Jose Alonzo.

“The three-game winning streak at the
end of last season was extremely important
in so many ways,” said Alonzo, who holds a
125-39-4 record as Tiger soccer coach. “If
we had not accomplished these three wins,
it would have been devastating, not only
for last year’s team, which would have

potentially finished 5-11-1 and suffered the
first losing season in the history of the
program, but it would have affected the
recruiting of this year’s team.

“But now, it is a very positive thing for
this year’s team. Each of those three games
was very difficult. First, we knocked Austin
College out of the playoffs on a very rainy
day after they had previously beaten us 3-0.
Then we played Louisiana College and
Mississippi College on the road in their last
home games of the season, games they
fought hard to win in front of large home
crowds.

The Tigers battled youth and inexperience
last season that was further heightened by a
rash of injuries which forced Alonzo to
constantly shift and change his starting
lineup, practically from game-to-game.

“Injuries plagued our team,” Alonzo said.
‘Also, we were not as united as we had been
in the past. The new players had not yet
learned the ‘never give up’ attitude famous
in ETBU men’s soccer players. Winning the

last three games was a positive in that regard.
The team really became united and
determined at the end of the season to beat
the three teams which badly wanted to win.

ETBU’s only senior this season, Cole
Davis (Robert E. Lee HS/Tyler, TX), will
have a lot of pressure on his shoulders this
season in showing the way to the wealth of
Tiger youngsters. Alonzo has anointed Davis
as team captain and expects the big, physical
senior to lead the team in all areas.

“I expect a lot from Cole Davis,” Alonzo
said. “Not just because he is our only senior,
but because he’s going to be our captain and
our leader. I expect him to be vocal and lead
the team defensively.”

Davis will be surrounded by a lot of speed,
scoring ability — and youth.

Alonzo is counting on the young talent to
show up and play to their ability this season.
If that happens, the Tiger coach believes
ETBU can make some noise again in the
ASC East Division.

Youth, Talent Excite Tigers in 2003

Trey Carlile spent a majority of his playing
career at East Texas Baptist generating
offense for the Tiger soccer team. He’s spent
the last few months trying to find the same
kind of scoring for the Lady Tigers.

Carlile, who was named head coach of the
Lady Tiger soccer program in April, says the
number one goal for his first ETBU team is
to score more goals. As the team’s assistant
coach last season, Carlile witnessed first-
hand ETBU’s weakness — five of the team’s
six losses were by one goal. In those five
losses, the Lady Tigers scored a combined
two goals.

The first-year coach can look at the
numbers and tell that his team was perhaps
two or three goals away from a second
straight American Southwest Conference
playoff appearance. To that end, Carlile went
looking for more scoring in the offseason
and believes he may have found some.

“Scoring was obviously our biggest
weakness,” said Carlile, who is the career
leader in assists for the ETBU men’s soccer

program and a member of ETBU’s two
national championship teams. “We are, as a
team, going to have to take a lot more
chances offensively and have recruited
several freshmen who have proven over their
high school careers they know how to score.”

The flip side of the close games was that
ETBU had to play great defense to keep
them close. The Lady Tigers did so with a
defense that included two-time ASC East
Division Defensive Player of the Year Jori
Herington, three-year starter and All-ASC
East selection Brooke Adair, two-year starter
Marley Hargis and freshman All-ASC East
goalie Lizzie Wunsch.

Carlile’s focus on finding scorers in
recruiting was enhanced by the graduation
of three of ETBU’s best offensive players
last season, meaning the new coach was left
with few options in terms of players who
had proven they could consistently find the
back of the net.

Incoming freshman Janna Wilson of Pine
Tree is expected to help ETBU’s offense

after setting career and season goal-scoring
records in high school. Other freshmen who
could make an impact on the field this season
include Andrea Green of Pine Tree and
Wendi Wooley, Kelli Hendley and Breanne
Creech, all of Rowlet.

“We will have about 11 freshmen in all,”
said Carlile. “They can all be huge for our
program but they have huge steps to make
to be great college players.

“We have a very skilled and talented team
with a lot of potential,” he said. “We’re just
going to be young in some key spots. We
must improve on our past conditioning and
focus, because we have lost too many games
late.

“The women’s program has made steady
progress every year, and has earned their spot
as one of the top two or three teams in our
conference. With the talent and youth of our
team we look to be a contender for many
years to come.”

Improved Scoring Critical for Lady Tigers
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The scary thing for volleyball opponents
of East Texas Baptist is that the Tigers have
won the last two American Southwest
Conference championships on talent alone.
This season, as ETBU takes dead aim at a
third straight conference title, the Tigers have
experience to add to that wealth of talent.

ETBU finished 25-12 last season, a record
that included a perfect 14-0 mark in league
play, and has gone a combined 48-26 over-
all and 26-2 in conference action over the
last two seasons. As the Tigers go in search
of that three-peat this season, they will do
so with a squad that returns four all-
conference players and welcomes perhaps
the strongest and deepest recruiting class
in head coach Suzanne Wingrove’s three
years with the program.

“With our depth and experience we are
hoping to have a strong year,” says Wingrove,
who took over a mediocre volleyball program
in November of 2000 and has transformed
it into a national title contender in just two
seasons.

“It has been another solid recruiting year
for us. The returning players will have
playoff experience, and the new players are
talented and will learn from the returners.
Hopefully that will be a winning combina-
tion for us.”

Wingrove has chosen the theme, “A
Strong Front,” for the 2003 Tiger volleyball
season, and that is a more than appropriate
description of ETBU’s firepower at the net.
Sophomore Arden Tunnell exploded on
the scene as a freshman in 2002, leading
the Tigers in kills, with 429. She also set a
new ETBU record for service aces, with 76.
Tunnell was named to the All-ASC team and
was also the ASC East Freshman of the Year.

“Arden had a great spring,” Wingrove says
of her prize 6-1 sophomore from New
Braunfels. “She is a strong player and will
obviously be a go-to player for us. We look
to her to break some records for us at the
outside position.”

Tunnell is joined up front by junior Casey
Hugman, a two-time All-ASC East hitter
from San Marcos who most likely will
become the Tigers’ all-time kills leader this

season. Hugman ranked second on the team
in 2002 with 398 kills, which places her
second on the all-time Tiger list for career
kills with 926. She trails current record-
holder Koco Traut, who graduated last
season, by only 128 kills heading into her
junior season. Wingrove is also looking for
help and experience on the front line from
returners Shelley Siler and Amanda
McMeans.

“Casey is a seasoned veteran and is a
huge threat in the middle both offensively
and defensively,” Wingrove said. “Her
experience will only enhance her ability.
Shelley Siler also had a great spring season
and will provide support at the setting
position as well as being called upon at the
right side hitting position. Amanda McMeans
will be returning following an injury that kept
her out this spring. She is a versatile player
and can contribute at any position. ”

Wingrove turns to junior Allison Castillo
to direct the offense. Castillo, of San Marcos,
topped her record-setting freshman season
in 2001 with perhaps a better all-around
season in 2002, with 1,503 assists, 73 kills
and 56 service aces. She was named All-
ASC for the second time, as well as earning
Player of the Year recognition in the ASC
East for the second straight year. Castillo
was a National Player of the Week last
season as well as earning All-Central
Region honors by the American Volleyball
Coaches Association.

“Allison is an extremely gifted player,”
Wingrove said. “She will bring a great
amount of experience to the floor. Her
quickness and ability to deliver the ball to
our hitters is a strong asset.”

Defensively, the Tigers will be led by
Robin Cook, who broke five records last
season on her way to all-conference honors.
Cook, a junior from Texarkana, had 640 digs,
shattering the record of 596 set by Candice
Bell in 2001. Cook now has 1,081 career
digs and needs just 47 this season to become
ETBU’s career.

Cook will be joined defensively by sopho-
more Jayme Treybig, a versatile player who
backs Cook at the Libero position, and

sophomore Jennifer Watson, who also brings
a great serve to her defensive abilities.

“Robin is possibly the best Libero in our
conference,” Wingrove said. “If she touches
the ball, we have a great chance for a kill.
Jayme is a strong defensive player and should
see consistent time on the floor with her
versatility and ability to contribute at multiple
positions. Jennifer is a great server and will
be called upon for defense. She is very quick
and reads the opponent’s offense very well.”

Wingrove bolstered the team’s returning
talent with one of her best recruiting classes.
A late but very welcome addition to the class
was junior transfer Lyndsay Simpson, a
former all-state setter who played at Panola
College the last two seasons. The class is
also led by Jasmine Manson, a 6-0 front-line
player from Gilmer who was an early recruit-
ing priority for the Tigers, and Teale Dodson, a
hitter from Baytown who is expected to replace
Traut in the front-line rotation. “Lyndsay
Simpson’s addition brings a new dimension
to our offensive attack. She is a veteran setter
and defensive player who is familiar to
anyone of follows volleyball in East Texas,”
Wingrove said. “Jasmine was a top choice
for us in this recruiting class. She can play
the middle or the outside and will be a strong
offensive weapon and a defensive presence
at the net. Teale was also a top recruit for us.
She is the complete package — she can jump,
swing and also is very quick on defense.”

Other top recruits include versatile Kiffany
Gatson, of Marshall; blocker Mandy Simpson,
of Carthage; and defensive specialist Tiffany
Robinson of New Boston.

“Kiffany Gatson is a very natural athlete
and can play almost any position,” Wingrove
said. “Mandy Simpson will join the net
attack and will provide the blocking defense
we desperately need to improve upon.
Tiffany Robinson will begin training as a
back row player, and Christy Shipley will
join us as a defensive player who will be a
dual-sport athlete at ETBU as she will also
be playing softball in the spring.”
