This 
scholarship program is designed to help outstanding young Hispanic students continue their 
education as they prepare for God’s call on their lives.  

Offered in connection with the Hispanic Baptist Convention of Texas, the scholarship provides 
coverage of 50% of student tuition and full room and board for two male and two female students 
throughout their undergraduate degree. Recipients of this scholarship must be active members of a 
church affiliated with the Hispanic Baptist Convention of Texas and selected by the East Texas 
Baptist University, and they must follow the recipient guidelines in order to remain eligible for the 
scholarship. This scholarship is only available to students not currently enrolled at ETBU. 

 To be considered for this scholarship, an applicant should: 
• Complete the application process for admittance to East Texas Baptist University for the fall 

semester of 2018.
• Be an active member of a church affiliated with the Hispanic Baptist Convention of Texas.
• Submit an official high school transcript showing GPA, official school seal and graduation date.
• Type a 250-word essay answering the question “What is a Christian Servant Leader?”
• Secure a letter of recommendation from your pastor.
• Complete the application below.
• Plan to attend the annual meeting of the Hispanic Baptist Convention of Texas to be held July 

2018. If chosen, to receive this scholarship, the applicant will be required to attend this event.
• Submit the high school transcript, essay, ACT or SAT scores (if available) and the application no
